Pre-Production/Production/Post Production

b. In case of independent producer/director no authorization required.

What would be the Format of the presentation?

The speaker would be given 20 minutes to present his case study/program/example to the international audience of broadcasters, producers, directors, media professionals, media students, academicians, researchers, creative writers about
